3. The races are open to anv boat sailed by an LCYC member who registers the skipper’s name, the boat's
design, and it’s Portsmouth Number on the LCYC Race Score Sheet available before each Skipper’s
Meeting.

4. The Skippers’ Meeting will begin 5:30 PM each designated Wednesday at the clubhouse. Then and there

the Race Committee will approximate time for the race’s warnng signal and also will identify classes of boats

registered for the race and the specific boats entered in each class.

5.1 Later each entry shall record her elapsed time or if in a one-design class her place on LCYC Score Sheet.

52 LCYC Race Committee shall score entries in the followmng Classes:

- Open Portsmouth Class for entries not scored in another Class.

- Multihull Portsmouth Class for 3 or more multhull entries if all other entries are m other Classes.

- Monohull Portsmouth Class for 3 or more monohull entries if all other entries are in other Classes.

- Keelboat Portsmouth Class for 3 or more keelboat entries if all other entries are in other Classes.

- Dinghy Class for 3 or more planning hull entries if all other entries are i other Classes.

- One-Design Class for 3 or more such entries if all other entries are in other Classes except Open Class.

The Race Committee shall score all classes mcluding one-design classes thatraced in the Series.

One race is planned for each Wednesdav.

Completion of one race will be the mimmum needed to constitute the series.

: Using elapsed time submitted by each boat and the Portsmourh Yardstick Index at

computed and boats scored in eachrace. The 1* 2% and 3* place skippers in the series shall be acknowledged.
